he Flagler Museum, Northern Trust, and St. Augustine 
Distillery jointly hosted the Whitehall Society’s annual Mixing It 
Up Cocktail Party on board the Mansion Yacht during the recent 
Palm Beach International Boat Show. The event featured St. 
Augustine Distillery’s special Whitehall ReserveTM spirits and 

included the unveiling of a very limited production replica of Henry Flagler’s 
custom-made Tiffany & Co. cigar humidor, as guests enjoyed cocktails and hors 
d’oeuvres.

When Henry Flagler and his yacht Alicia were chosen to serve as captain 
and patrol vessel during the America’s Cup race in 1895, to thank Flagler, and 
commemorate the occasion, New York Yacht Club Rear Commodore James 
Bergen commissioned Tiffany & Co. to produce a cigar humidor as a gift to 
Henry Flagler. During the 1895 Cup race, an American sloop designed by the 
legendary Nathanael Herreshoff, named Defender, defeated the British cutter 
Valkyrie III.

When the Flagler Museum decided to create a replica of Henry Flagler’s 
cigar humidor, there was only one man for the job, Daniel Marshall. Since 
establishing his first workshop in 1983, Daniel Marshall has created private 
label humidors for prestigious luxury gift houses including: Tiffany & Co., 
Alfred Dunhill, Harrod’s of London, The White House Gift Unit, and the 
U.S. Department of State. Marshall has also produced gifts and humidors for 
private clients that include four royal families, three U.S. presidents, senators, 
congressmen, governors, entertainment executives, captains of industry, 
celebrity performers and others who value his artistry. The limited-edition 
humidors are now available through the H.M. Flagler and Co. Museum Store.

When it was completed in 1902, Whitehall, Henry Flagler’s Gilded Age 
estate in Palm Beach, was hailed by the New York Herald as “more wonderful 
than any palace in Europe, grander and more magnificent than any other private 
dwelling in the world.” Today, Whitehall is a National Historic Landmark and 
is open to the public as the Flagler Museum, featuring guided tours, changing 
exhibits, and special programs. The Museum is located at One Whitehall Way in 
Palm Beach. The Museum is open from 10am-5pm, Tuesday through Saturday, 
and noon until 5pm on Sunday. Admission is $26 for adults, $13 for youth ages 
6-17, and children under five are free. Guided tours, audio tours, printed self-
guide brochures and the Flagler Museum Audio Tour app are all complimentary 
with Museum admission. Audio tours and self-guide brochures are available in 
English, Spanish, French, German and Portuguese.
